
District Disability Policy
1.
We believe that all people are loved and accepted by God.  We will therefore work towards people with disabilities being enabled to share and develop their gifts and abilities within the church and community.

2.
We will endeavour to ensure that all disabled people shall have an equal opportunity to experience that love of God and to grow spiritually and raise awareness about the welfare, hopes and aspirations of all disabled people.  

3.
We shall seek to become aware of the special needs of disabled persons and their carers through consultation with them and through contact with the various disability groups in the community.

4.
We will ensure that Church premises are fully accessible to all persons who have a disability.  This includes physical access, lighting, and special provision for those with visual or hearing impairments, adequate signage in an appropriate welcome.

6.
We will continue to develop and seek means to extend schemes which help to advance the integration of the disabled people into church.
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
